Camping Equipment for Car-based “Family Camping”
If you don’t own everything on this list your first time out, that’s ok.  The sleeping bag and pad are essentials, but much of the rest can be borrowed until you’ve gone once or twice and have a better idea what to buy.

Clothing

· Backpack or large bag (line it with a garbage bag to keep contents dry!)

· Complete Uniform (when requested, e.g. for Treasure Valley camping)
· Brimmed Hat

· Shirts, shoes, underwear, socks, pants, etc. (avoid cotton like blue jeans and cotton sweatshirts when possible)
· Hiking boots or sturdy shoes

· Sweatshirt or jacket for evenings or colder weather.  Fleece is the best option.
· Clothes/PJs for sleeping

· Change of clothes (particularly socks!) in case you get wet

· Rain gear

· Swimsuit

· Lightweight “stretchy gloves” are good at night

· Garbage bag for dirty clothes storage

Sleeping Supplies

· Tent

· Tent stakes

· Ground Cloth

· Sleeping bag

· Sleeping bag pad (e.g., foam pad or air mattress)

· Pillow

First Aid/Safety

· First aid kit (contents should be listed as a separate link eventually)
· Metal Mirror (also good for brushing teeth, etc)

· 10’ cord (for hanging clothes/towels, lanterns, etc)
· Sunglasses

· Camera

· Cub Scout Handbooks (for signing off activities)
· Lantern
· Flashlight(s) (may want to bring extra batteries)
· Pocketknife (if you have the Whittlin chip card)

· Watch

· Sports equipment, games

· Camp folding chairs

· Fishing equipment

· Binoculars

· Compass

· Map of the area

Food Prep

· Mesh bag to hold mess kit

· Fork/knife/spoon

· File for sharpening ax

· Sharpening stone

· Twine or nylon line

· Thin wire
